Founded in 1949 by Bob Luitweiler and his
friends as a peace movement, Servas International is a non-profit,worldwide, cooperative, cultural
exchange network bringing people together to build understanding, tolerance, mutual-respect, and
world peace. Like other hospitality organizations, it promotes world peace by encouraging individual
person-to-person contacts. Servas means "to serve", in the sense of "serve peace”, in the language
Esperanto. The organization was originally called Peace builders.
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
