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A dozen people are waving a banner at a crowded public square, the PraÃ§a JoÃ£o Mendes de Sao
Paulo. Together, adults and youth, women and men, blacks, whites, native Indians, and foreigners emit
cheering cries for justice and social unity. Before they fold the banner, it can be seen to read: Zumbi
Somos NÃ³s (We are all Zumbi).Â  Zumbi Somos NÃ³s is a poetic manifesto of direct action against
racism that the Frente 3 de Fevereiro created in 2006. This documentary film, produced by Gullane
Films and retransmitted by the national channel TV Cultura as well as by more than a dozen television
platforms around the country, combines multidisciplinary aÃ§oes (actions), artistic interventions in
public space, and social criticism. 
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
