Since 1978, IBON has fully developed into a multi-center
multi-program capacity building institution that provides research, education, publications,
information work, and advocacy support. Besides its original programs - industry researches,
databanking, popular publications, and seminars, IBON has strengthened its presence in the formal
education sector, in providing non-formal education to people's organizations, in conducting in-depth
research and information services to all sectors of society, in mainstream media education, and in
international networking.
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
