It means something that is not
straight, but it does not mean queer. It has a precise yet open meaning in Romanian. Therefore Zilele
Strimbe wants to address, in a performative way, forms and issues that are in a fragile or tense state in
current Romanian society, and not only. From racial issues to gender questions; from new bio-ethical,
religious demands to the politics of representation; questions of Roma and racial issues. However
Zilele Strimbe does not aim to simply copy or double existing activist activity, it rather wants to push
limits, mix forms and bring forward discourses and art projects that address certain existing tensions.
